POSITION DESCRIPTION

Under general supervision, this position will perform major and minor mechanical repairs on
various kinds of gasoline and diesel powered equipment. Performs other duties as required. This
position is supervised by the Fleet Supervisor and/or Assistant Fleet Supervisor.

Auxiliary. Installs auxiliary equipment, batteries, tires, wiring and lighting.

Air Conditioning. Repairs air conditioning systems on large and small vehicles, heavy
construction equipment and agricultural equipment.

Record Keeping. Maintains records of repairs made, work orders and time worked.

Welding. Performs welding and structural repairs.
